Your operational safety and satisfaction when driving depend upon the proper ‘
match of tow vehicle to RV and the proper use of correct trailer towing ‘
accessories such as hitch, sway and brake controls. Make sure you have consulted

your automobile or truck dealer as well as your RV and hitch dealer for assurance

of proper selection and instructional use of all components of the towing process.

In addition, when loading your trailer store heavy gear first, keeping it on or close

to the floor. Place heavy things far enough forward to keep the loaded trailer

hitch weight between 12 to 15 percent of the gross vehicle weight (total weight on

axle (s) and hitch). Store only light objects on high shelves. Distribute weight to

obtain even side-to-side balance of the loaded trailer. Secure loose items to

prevent weight shifts that could affect the balance of your trailer. To be sure of

total weight and weight balance, tow your loaded trailer to a scale and weigh on

the front and rear axles (only one on single axle) separately to determine axle

loads. The load on an axle should not exceed its gross axle weight rating

(G.A.W.R.). The total of the axle loads should not exceed the gross vehicle weight

rating (G.V.W.R.). These weignt ratings are given on the trailer's certification

label that is located on the left front side of the trailer. Also on this label is the

recom mended tire air pressure that should be maintained.
