designed for trucks with shorter  
beds, is taller(6’6”) this year. It can  
be adapted to larger trucks but  
best suits smaller ones. Enjoy  
the unit’s large rear dinette with 
windows on all sides. 

F-2440/F-2550/F-2570—These 8’ 
wide models are designed for  
light-duty standard size pick-ups.  
The F-2440 offers a combined liv- 
ing space while the F-2550 has a 
more open floorplan with a rear 
bathroom. A side bath and center 
kitchen highlight the F-2570 model. 

F-2750/F-2770 – Most standard size trucks can tow  
either of these 8’ wide models. Both offer plenty of  
kitchen and living space, a sliding privacy pocket door, 
large wardrobe and a private bath. 

F-2950/F-2970 – Although similar to the 27’ FW’s,  
the 29’ models offer a 65” interior deck height and a  
separate bath vanity area for living convenience.

    As a member of the Recreational Vehicle Industry Association (RVIA) and the Canadian Standards Association (CSA)*, Sunline 
manufacturers its Travel Trailers, Fifth Wheels and Truck Campers to meet or exceed the requirements for the installation of plumb- 
ing, fuel burning, electrical and other safety related items, such as emergency exit(s) and safety glass in all Truck Campers and  
Fifth Wheels. 
    For operational safety, Sunline travel trailers include a break-away device and SAE-approved safety chains. Sunline also engi- 
neers its safety chains using the preferred U-bracket method rather than welding chains directly to the frame. Your safety and satis- 
faction when towing depend upon the proper match of tow vehicle to RV and the proper use of correct trailer towing accessories,  
such as hitch, sway and brake controls. When loading your RV, make sure you practice proper weight distribution and load capa- 
city for safe towing. Ina addition, be sure you consult you automobile or truck dealer as well as, your RV and hitch dealer. 

    Sunline has a strong, 27 year history in the industry. We provide a warranty which covers every unit for 12 months (1 year from  
the date of purchase) against defects in materials and workmanship. Separate manufacturers’ warranties cover various components  
in the unit. Ask your dealer for a copy of Sunline’s Complete warranty policy.
